T hey were 2 up 2 down houses with poor sanitation and water supply.

T here were 1,256 houses in the slum clearance programme.
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Mining had created large areas of derelict land

This land had for many years been subject to
subsidence and was unsuitable for housing

T his was a period of depression and many
unemployed workers were given a shovel, pick
and wheelbarrow to clear and level areas intended
for housing.
